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3 Different Ways to Calculate your 2008 Pledge

It probably doesn’t surprise you that just as there are many different reasons why we each pledge to St.
Paul's, there is similarly no single method for determining the amount of your pledge. The following are
three different approaches that you might consider this year:

The Biblical Tithe

Pledge 10% of your gross annual income. Although the tithe has its roots in Jewish
tradition, it is also the historical Christian standard for giving and is the official teaching of
the Episcopal Church. If that is not possible right now, try starting with Proportional
Giving and make it a goal to increase each year.

Proportional Giving—  Strive to Tithe
Base your gift on your annual income using the table below. If you have used this
before, consider increasing last year's pledge by 1% or 2%, if you were at 4% last year,
consider going to 5% or 6%. In a few years, you'll be tithing. (See chart below)

The “Dean’s Challenge”
If you're not quite ready to Tithe or to use Proportional Giving, then consider taking
Dean Richardson up on his challenge and help St. Paul's Cathedral maintain it's
mission and ministries next year by increasing last year’s pledge by 16.5%.
